Public spaces are often celebrated as spaces where we learn tolerance and
democracy. The Ancient Greek ‘agora’ is still the paradigm, but it's easy to
forget that in the cradle of democracy women and slaves were not allowed
to enjoy the benefits of the free democratic society. Today we see a world
where democracy is being questioned. In cities all over the world public
spaces are turning private and a new form of architecture is emerging. It
goes by many names. Hostile, defensive, unpleasant... The list is long but
the intention is the same: to exclude a certain kind of person, to prevent a
certain kind of behaviour.

Hostile architecture has the purpose of making homeless people, beggars,
drug-users or even teenagers, less welcome in urban spaces. Hostile fea-
tures are designed in many creative ways: benches with centre bars prevent
people from lying down, tilted benches that are almost impossible to sit on.
Pink lighting that highlights and draws attention to acne and causes social
discomfort. Disturbing, high-pitched sounds that only young ears can hear
and loud classical music at public transport stations.

A softer form of exclusion is commonly called ‘ghost amenities’. It is the lack
of public furniture, either it has been removed or it was never there. These
‘soft’ methods are harder to identify but no less powerful.

For us, this projection of the future is a dystopia.
This is not a future we want; this is a future we fear.

This publication includes ten existing examples of hostile architecture in
Malmé, Copenhagen and Stockholm documented by Disorder. The layout
is an homage to the visual artist Athena Tacha, who made many inclusive
and inspiring designs for public spaces, and her booklet ‘Ten projects about
staircases’.

Our idea is for the city to grow in an organic and temporary way parallel
to long term city planning. This idea is a result of our vision for Nyhamnen
and our ideology as architects to study our city, ourimmediate surroundings,
and its development.

The first step is to establish new pathways to make the area more accessi-
ble, raising the value of existing buildings to make it easier to keep what is
already here and its historical values. Piers and bridges connecting areas
and activities along the route will attract people from all parts of Malmé.

In the next step we explore the densification of waterside spaces. This allows
development of Nyhamnen to begin while the more conventional urban
planning of the land is investigated. The proposal starts with temporary
solutions that could develop into something permanent. The structure will
create a unique part of the city, a waterscape that connects Nyhamnen with
Vistra Hamnen and central Malmé.

Malmé city is reconnecting with its water as the era of harbour industries
dominating the waterfront gradually comes to an end. Through our vision,
the city will be able to quickly and easily continue this process.

Fifty years from now, the projections say, almost everyone will live in cities
and the villages will be deserted. But what sort of city, and what sort of
village?

The most likely scenario is that most people will live at the city’s edges,
where town meets country, as we can’t squeeze everyone into the centres
and we can expect villages to offer a high quality of life, with improved
communications systems and work options. One of the most important
questions to ask in regard to the future is: What makes for a good life in
these settings, which are rural, yet close to the city?

Architects typically focus on preserving and enhancing the existing qualities
of a projects’ site. Expanding the views, understanding the site, listening
to the landscape, the local area, the environment, in topographical as well
as historical and economic terms.

THE LINEAR VILLAGE illustrates how to preserve the qualities of the prov-
ince of Skdne, where villages are easily accessible, have leafy settings
and are connected to a well-developed road network. Linear settlements,
common in the south-eastern county of Osterlen among other places, are
an ancient way of creating a setting for life. Homes are arranged along a
narrow street in order to build community and to enable residents to grow
food on the plots adjacent to their homes. Life is local, green and grounded
in both city and country.

VACKER OXE, FUL HAST /// Arkitekter talar ogdrna om skonhet, pastds
det. Men varderingar kan uttryckas i andra ord. Ljus, valbalanserad, robust
och bekvam. Eller strav, karv, sprucken, sénderfallande. Funktion och
skonhet har en komplicerad relation.

Skonhet frikopplad frdn medvetenhet om funktion &r kanske bortom
manniskor. Vi upplever objekt i sammanhang, vi relaterar till dem med
vara kroppar, och tar mer eller mindre medvetet in funktioner som en del
av var upplevelse.

Genom en arkitekturmodell relaterar vi till tdnkta framtida funktioner,
men ocksa till material, rummet och var nérvaro i det. Likt andra sprak ar
modellen ett verktyg. Och likt andra sprak kan modellen anvandas for
att beskriva funktioner, men ocksa - som i dikt - for att utforska skonhet.

Architects, it is said, prefer not to talk of beauty. Values, they say, can be
expressed in other words. Bright, well-balanced, robust, comfortable. Or
even harsh, cracked, disintegrating. Function and beauty have a compli-
cated relationship.

Beauty disconnected from awareness of function might be beyond humans.
We experience objects in context, we relate to them with our bodies. And
whether we give it any thought or not, functionality becomes part of our
experience.

Through an architectural model we relate to planned future functions, but
also to materials, space and our presence within that space. Just as other
languages, the model is an instrument. And just as other languages, the model
can be used to describe function, but also - as in poetry - to explore beauty.

NYA SKIKT AV STADEN /// Nya dimensioner av staden tillfors i en hisnande
fart. Teknikutvecklingen forandrar hur vi anvander var narmiljo och pa vilka
satt vi interagerar med varandra. Nar det finns fler mojligheter skapas en
ny social dimension i staden. Var méts vi, pa vilket satt och vilka platser
blir attraktiva? Vad hander med staden? Och med invanarna?

Upplevelser, funktioner och néjen adderas till den traditionella byggda
miljon. Stadslivet framtrader i nya former och pa nya stéllen — dven pa
tillsynes liviosa platser. Kanske blir vi alla lite mer kreativa och valjer att
ldmna avtryck i det digitala lagret, avtryck som kan vara omdjliga i den
fysiska verkligheten. Kanske djupnar relationen till staden genom Iattill-
ganglig information om platser, byggnader och manniskor?

New dimensions are being added to the city at a breath-taking speed. Tech-
nological developments change how we use our local environment and how
we interact with each other. When more opportunities present themselves,
a new social dimension is created in the city. Where, and in what way do
we meet, and what places are attractive? What happens to the city? And
to its inhabitants?

Experiences, features and entertainment are added to the traditional built
environment. City life emerges in new forms and in new locations — even in
seemingly lifeless places. Perhaps we will all become a little more creative
and choose to leave an imprint in the digital layer, imprints that may be
impossible in the physical world. And maybe our relationship to the city will
be deepened through easily accessible information about places, buildings
and people? Or the planning of the city may become more democratic and
encourage participation, where proposed ideas are visualised on site and
urban spaces of the future are created together, based on common prototypes.

How we will live in this city of the future is impossible to predict, although the
city remains an arena for our lives and will include digital elements. The way
in which the city creates space for technology will be of great importance.
Along the way, important questions will need to be answered: Should the
physical environment be adapted to the digital? What should be allowed?
Will everyone be included? And who will actually own the digital city?

Skulle en arbetsplats
fa battre Iuft, mer ljus och snalare energisystem genom att kompletteras
av odlingar som producerar mat, syresatter luften och ger solskydd?

KOMPLEMENTARISMEN kan vara en I6sningsorienterad samverkansmo-
dell som ar med pa att svara pa nagra av de stora samhallsfragorna i var
tid — om vi &r villiga att prova nya satt att géra saker pa.

How can we better use the inherent capacity of the urban block to stimulate
cooperation and exchange in creating a sustainable and more vivid society?

We believe that the urban city block of the future must be able to contain
a more diverse mix of functions that complete each other like pieces in a
puzzle. We must start observing the city vertically in section and not only
distributing functions side by side from the top down. Although the condi-
tions for a mutually enriching exchange are already here, it is still rare to
find different urban functions reciprocating and sharing space.

This is why we are launching KOMPLEMENTARISM, a concept that proposes
to combine functions normally separated in our urban plans and architectur-
al designs. These functions represent a naturally evolved social symbiosis
which has been lost in our urge to be modern and rational societies. Could
young children and the elderly with dementia have access to communal
spaces to share moments and stories together? Could residences have
hotel rooms to be used by business travellers on weekdays and for visiting
stepchildren at weekends? Would an office building be provided with better
air and more efficient energy use if its facades were vertical farms producing
food, providing shade and oxygenating the air?

KOMPLEMENTARISM offers a solution-oriented model of spatial reciprocity,
ready to respond to the most challenging questions of our age — if we are
willing to try out a different way of doing things.

Landén+Krantz architects see the changes in our profession now more
than ever. Architecture and design has become a tool that combines and
coordinates different industries and sciences together. Recently however
it has also become an industry that accommodates shifts and changes in
social, economic and technological fields. The world is always changing,
requiring people, structures, spaces and objects to become more adaptable
and flexible in both physical form and in use.

People are used to a sense of order in whatever form it takes. Our office
believes that within order there should be a sense of chaos, in every grid
there should be a possibility for drama, in every adult there should be a bit
of a child, who is able to play, change and discover.

With this installation, we would like to represent that desire for discovery,
which perhaps starts in an ordinary and rational environment, but an envi-
ronment that adapts and changes as people use it according to their needs.

The installation is a modular structure made from interlocking wooden ele-
ments. The basic shape is a cube representing order, rationality and simplicity.
The structure invites viewers to become users by interacting with the form.

Unfold it! Reveal it! And in the end, discover something unexpected.

You might discover that sometimes there is a thin line between the static
and the dynamic, a moment between dusk and dawn, a thin membrane
between something fixed and something unrestrained.

It might seem trivial, but what we call attractive
city life is based on these simple realities.

How do we plan and shape the environment to allow the unplanned to take
root and enrich the city?

The design of streets and buildings should be coordinated so that entrances,
together with the street environment, can create natural meeting places.

With relatively simple means, and a belief in the home as the foundation of
attractive city life, we can build environments where a sense of community,
diversity and participation can flourish!

With more than half the world’s population now living in urban environments,
and rising levels of migration, cities, more than ever are places of diversity.
Cities can also be places of integration, providing a great opportunity for
people to take them in and incorporate them as their own.

The inclusive city is a complex unit consisting of social, environmental and
spatial elements.

Spatial Inclusion: Affordable necessities e.g. housing
Social Inclusion: Rights and participation.
Economic inclusion: Creation of jobs and opportunities.

Inclusion in cities is often addressed only though the spatial lens. However,
it requires an integrated approach across all three dimensions.

Without proper action, these factors interact to trap people in marginalisa-
tion and exclusion, resulting in minorities, migrants, the elderly and children
being excluded.

What does the inclusive city mean for now and for the future?

It means that everyone counts. It involves creating public spaces and pro-
moting social interactions that are responsive to diverse groups and distinct
needs.

Social interaction is fostered in the in-between spaces, where social behaviour
and the vitality of urban life is encouraged. Therefore, as Jan Gehl describes
in Life between Buildings (2001), there is an essential difference between
places where people briefly come and go and places where they stop and
stay. We believe it is those stop-and-stayers that make public spaces in cites
more inclusive with each new interaction that develops.

Hinder upplevs ofta i
utvecklingen av dem. Orternas utveckling ar en forutsattning for att kunna
dra nytta av den flerkarniga ortsstrukturen och lata kollektivtrafiken vara
strukturbildande. Vad hander om Skanes totala befolkningsokning fram
till 2050 fordelas lika i stationsorterna? 3 scenarier:

DIGITALISERING - Digitalisering och globalisering har styrt utvecklingen.
Resandet ar effektivt, bullerfritt och gar snabbt. E-handeln &r stor och
produktionen sker utomlands. Bostaden &r &ven arbetsplats genom dis-
tansarbete och stéller andra krav pa utrymmet. Stationsomradet &r ortens
framsta motesplats och en multifunktionell malpunkt for savél resande
som rekreation.

ATERGANG - Globaliseringen har stannat av och tillvéxten stagnerat. Livs-
medelsproduktion och industri har ater forlagts i den sjélvforsorjande orten.
Delningsekonomi och kollektiv livsstil minskar markanspraket. Beroendet
mellan stad och land &r starkt. Planmonopolet har ersatts med invanarnas
egna initiativ. Stationen ar nedgravd for att skapa odlingsbar mark.

KLIMATOMSTALLNING — Effekterna av klimatférandringarna har slagit
oss med storm. For att bibehalla den biologiska mangfalden &r 50 % av
Skane naturreservat. Strikt offentlig styrning har minskat ortens markan-
sprak.

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The southern Swedish region of Skdne has a large number of small towns
and villages with train stations. Developing them often presents challenges
but is necessary in order to realise a polycentric urban structure based on
public transport. How will Skéne look in 2050 if the increase in population
is evenly divided amongst these urban centres with railway stations? Here
are three scenarios:

DIGITALIZATION — With digitalization and globalization determining devel-
opment, travelling is efficient, noiseless and fast. E-trade and production
abroad dominate. Telecommuting make homes workplaces. The station is
the community meeting-place and a centre for travel and recreation.

BACK TO AN EARLIER ERA — Globalization, growth and consumption have
declined. Food production and industry are located in almost self-sufficient
communities. The sharing economy and collective lifestyle require less land.
City and countryside are mutually dependent. The municipal planning mo-
nopoly has been replaced by community control. The station is underground
to save land for cultivation.

CLIMATE ADAPTATION — Climate change has changed everything. To re-
tain biological diversity, nature preserves cover 50% of Skdne. Strict public
control has reduced the community’s land use requirements. Recycling has
replaced manufacturing. Streets without cars provide lots of space and serve
as lively meeting places. Efficient high-speed trains run on bridges to free
up land for nature. The station is a place to get on and off.

Hur kan
malmobornas erfarenheter av offentliga platser i staden bidra till att det
skapas nya betydelsefulla livsmiljoer?

Pa vilket satt kan vi som arkitekter bidra till att skapa platser som blir
framtidens smultronstallen och vilka faktorer ar viktiga att ta hansyn till
nar platser gestaltas?

For att fa vara fragor besvarade behdvde vi kdnna till vilka offentliga plat-
ser och strak som &r viktiga i invanarnas medvetande idag. Vad betyder
platserna for de boende i Malm6?

— FUTURE HABITATS?

Malmé is Sweden’s fastest growing metropolis and looks set to con-
tinue this growth in the coming years with increases in construction
and growing densification. Malmé also has the highest number of
residents per park or green space in Sweden. Ever more people will
have to share the same areas as the city continues its growth. There
are over five hundred Malmo residents for each green area in the city,
double the Swedish average.

The question is how social sustainability can be ensured with adequate
parks and other public places throughout this period of growth.

With an ambition to promote Malmé as a city and to show the impor-
tance of public spaces, we wanted to find out which public places
will matter most in the future for Malmoé residents. How can we, as
architects, help to create places that go on to become favourite sites?
What factors are most important when these new places are formed?

In order to have our questions answered, we needed to know which
parks and public places are important in the residents’ consciousness
today. What does the place mean for these residents? Is there anything
in the architecture or design that makes a difference?

In ten selected places - from Vdstra Hamnen in the west, to Bennets
Bazaar, in Rosengdrd to the east - we have given voice to a few selected
Malmé residents. Interviews and conclusions are presented in the book

“Malmobornas smultronstéllen — Framtidens livsmiljéer?”
The public spaces of Malmé — future habitats?

Lokstallarna, Kirse-
berg: While awaiting
a decision from town
planners, empty
spaces are tempo-
rarily being used and
otherwise closed
areas are now open
to the public. The
function, character
and identity of these
temporary spaces will
serve as inspiration
for their long-term
development.

We face a tomorrow that requires better use of resources. When more people
share the city’s space, more stakeholders and more functions need to be
accommodated, either continually or all at once. Shared use, and temporary
use of spaces is also an opportunity for more people to develop and share
the city’s structure.

Imagine that the school is the local art association’s exhibition space, or
that street parking is used for serving food during lunch hours. What if an
energy supplier leases roofs, a housing association grows crops in the Kin-
dergarten’s yard or if the office shares a kitchen with the retirement home
and the restaurant? Could vacant premises be used for beach volleyball
while new tenants are found? There are many possibilities, and as long as
there is the will, they are achievable.

Successful sharing presupposes that those involved have confidence and
trust in each other. It is necessary to place value before risk and to recog-
nise as many benefits as possible in each development project. Business
models, contractual forms and regulations may need to be challenged. New
stakeholders may need help to overcome bureaucratic obstacles. The public
sector needs to believe that a good living environment can be created in new
and different ways. The hope is that by providing the space and utilizing our
resources by sharing them, beneficial dynamics will help the city improve
its response to residents’ needs, wishes and dreams. It can lead to greater
participation, diversity and can build trust between us all.

Viargumenterar for ett behov av en ny egnahemstypologi, som utformas
med forutsattningen att marknivan ar tillganglig for allménheten och dar
inga byggnadsdelar inkraktar, bortsett fran vertikal kommunikation. Kan
bebyggelsen planeras pa ett sddant satt att marken den tar i ansprak i
framtiden kunna atertas som park eller skogsmark? Kan vi betrakta gron-
skan som det besténdiga i byggandet av vara stdder?
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A government survey from 2016 questioned Swedes about their preferred
forms of housing. 70 % replied that they would like to live in some form of
single family house. A majority also expressed a wish to live in one of the
urban regions of Stockholm, Gothenburg and Malmé.

To make full use of our urban infrastructure sustainably, currently we densify
our cities and build vertically, but in our pursuit of sustainable cities, perhaps
we sometimes forget about planning for the things people really want?

Building detached, single-family houses is controversial as the sparsely
populated areas they occupy take up land for hundreds of years. Biological
values are lost with the groundwork and soil is irreversibly compacted. In
addition to this, the green areas that do exist are on private property leaving
these neighbourhoods feeling disconnected from the rest of the city, although
they could function as green lungs for dense environments.

Is it possible to combine our cities’ need for accessible and sustainable green
space with the public’s desire to live in their own house?

We argue for a new housing typology, designed so the footprint under the
house is a publicly accessible space, with no structure except what is nec-
essary for access to above.

Can new houses be planned in such a way that the land they occupy could,
in future be easily transformed into parkland or forest? Can we treat existing
nature as a constant in the development of our cities?

The French psychoanalyst Jacques Lacan séparates desires from needs and

demands. Needs are biological instincts articulated by demands. The desire
is formulated when the need is satisfied but the demand remains. Thus, the
desire can never be satisfied. The desire does not want to achieve its goal
of full satisfaction; it wants to reproduce itself.

Our longing and our desires are represented by symbolic objects, such as

“le petit a”. We can understand “le petit a” as trends, wherein we furnish the
space with sandalwood today, tomorrow with marble and gold. In the housing
market, “le petit a” is constantly being reproduced. While some have their
needs for the space met, others do not. The desire for new surfaces arises
through an experience of deficiency even though the need for space is met.
The actual shortage of space for others though does not allow for anything
other than the satisfaction of basic needs. When and how will needs as well
as desires dictate the design of future spaces?

With our proposition we wish to examine space and materiality beyond the
surface and the fetish for materials themselves; a discussion about how
needs and desires determine the shape of our future spaces.

The detail has always been key in the design of buildings and cities. For the
architect, it has controlled the geometry of ornament and profile. And for
the urbanist, it has controlled the measurements of building heights and
cantilevers. With increased societal complexities and pervasive adaptation
of digital technologies - in design practices and in social structures — the
detail is reconceptualised from measurement to relation. The conventions in
absolute geometries tend to be ineffective. Dissolved boundaries between
virtual and actual, machine and human, as well as in the political interface
between global and local, require new strategies and control mechanisms in
design and construction. Architectural types, such as the hybrid building and
the ADU, challenge modernist zoning. Geometries are no longer explained
solely through Euclid and Descartes — curves and durations supplement
with fractals and topologies. The central perspective becomes inadequate
for communicating the “wicked problems,” which today encompass some
of the greatest challenges to the design and implementation of sustainable
environments. The rapid pace of fluctuating economics, perceptions, and
lifestyles, which characterize the present era, require representation through
what Nicolas Bourriaud calls “relational aesthetics.” This project recognizes
and discusses the current shift from absolute measurements to relational
geometries in the concept of detail for buildings and cities.

As our cities densify, our green spaces shrink or become unusable green
walls and rooftops. Is densification always desirable or is it a high-stakes
game with future generations’ well-being? Should we, just like on the nutri-
tionist’s recommended well-balanced food plate, make sure we have the
correct amount of greens?

Recent research shows that urban greenery has a direct relation to con-
ventional measurements of happiness and sense of wellbeing. The role
of nature and green environments is intuitively important for human living
conditions, but few realise how crucial it is for our experience of feeling
good and being happy.

Many attempts have been made to prove the importance of greenery, but
typically these have failed to exclude other life-determining factors such
as personality, marital status, socioeconomic status or cultural differences.
Now, however, when extensive long term studies have been conducted, the
unique effects of greenery is confirmed without the complicating influence
of other factors. (White, MP, Alcock, I, Wheeler, BW, & Depledge, MH. (2013).
Psychological Science, 24 (6), 920-928)

So, our access to green environments has a proven impact on our physical
and psychological wellbeing. At a time when chronic mental health prob-
lems are one of society’s major challenges, perhaps “more greenery for the
people” should be regarded as one of the most effective tools for creating
a sustainable future?

Network Architects in Skéne (N A i S) propose a recurring event named
forum architecture’ every six months, where municipalities take turns to host
talks, workshops, consultations, lectures and seminars on architecture and
urban planning. It is important that all stakeholders should feel welcome
in these talks; architects, planners, politicians, decision makers, builders,
developers, NGOs, property owners and the general public.

The starting point and theme for these talks would be on-going projects,
developments, visions and formulated - as well as unknown - needs that
are current within the municipality.

There should also be room for more general discussions on architecture and
design. *: forum architecture’ should include important talks and analysis on
the new demands that homes and living environments of the future must
meet. How can we create environments that support integration and strong
communities? How do we create equal places? How do we create safe and
stimulating environments where people feel comfortable and at home? How
do we create resilient environments that last and meet more than one need
or interest? What makes a house beautiful or a place inviting? What impact
and value brings aesthetics to our wellbeing?

“ forum architecture’ seeks to increase awareness, engagement and good
conditions for people to influence the design of our shared living environment.

Current debates around sustainable urban development and densification
rarely mention low-density residential neighbourhoods as part of the
city. This is despite their relative shift from the periphery to more central
locations due to cities’ expansion. When more people have to share less
space, we believe that these neighbourhoods have the potential to de-
velop into a more integrated, denser part of the city, and the inhabitants
can themselves take part in, and benefit from this new formation.

Households in these areas are amongst of the most highly indebted groups
in society. Meanwhile there is a shortage of housing in these same areas.
Within these statements lies an opportunity for households to offer their
resources, their land and buildings, in exchange for reduced indebtedness.

These residential neighbourhoods are designed for a very homogenous
group; the nuclear family. Allowing home owners to build on their own
property opens for a broader range of tenancy types for a larger demo-
graphic group, as well as allowing locals to continue to live in an area
when their life circumstances change.

Another aspect to this is the large amount of space consumed by cars in
these neighbourhoods, where much land is allocated to parking, garages
and wide roads. How would urban low-density residential neighbour-
hoods of the future look, when the role of the car has been reduced and,
by changing planning rules, land becomes available for private building
initiatives?

The role and opportunity of architecture is bigger than merely fulfilling de-
sires and functions; perhaps the task is to shape desire, to push ahead and
forge new redalities.

Digitalisation of making — in both design and fabrication — is creating a
wealth of opportunities to challenge the role, the process and the product
of architects. Assumptions held as truths during much of the last century are
being challenged as mass production and standardisation are replaced with
the logic of mass customisation and multiplicity. The struggle for simplicity
and reductionism is followed by complexity and synthesis.

In this exhibition, we explore how the computer enables us to create form,
not by designing its geometry, but by affecting behaviours in the making
process, either in the computer through algorithmic transformations or in
the behaviour of the fabricator, the 3D printer.

The outcome we achieve through this process is emergent — it forms a com-
plex synthesis of design intent, material properties and contextual input. We
lose a degree of control, but in return we are able to create multitudes of
objects which are both coherent and elaborate. They respond simultaneously
to disparate conditions and intent, and join them together.

We trace the logic of our process to the workings of biological systems. This
world, the natural, biological is, in essence computational; it is driven by desire.

As an architect, you often find yourself in the following situation. Having
received an invitation to participate in an interesting context, say an exhibi-
tion, an opportunity to showcase your work and ideas: Yeah, sounds great,
count us in. Busy times, but surely we’ll manage to put something together.
Without procrastination.

Of the four possible formats, we choose the article. A writing exercise in a
world overflowing with images. So, what is the text supposed to do? What’s
our mission? Ideally we should point out only such societal challenges to
which we ourselves have a solution, in order to increase our company’s brand
value. Our text should straddle the line between criticism and self-promotion,
attract potential clients and position us in the architecture scene. It should
be informative and have a light-hearted tone, with bold statements that
cause a stir, but not so bold that we make enemies. We'll see.

The text you're reading now is an appetiser for our article’s theme: how
public investment can act as patronage and strengthen architecture as an
independent cultural expression. Our imagery is inspired by those clickbaity
chum-boxes that are found at the bottom of web pages. They offer so-called
‘recommended content’, featuring skin disorders, random celebrities, body
fat and astrology. In the ongoing struggle for attention there is a tendency
for a broad reach to come at the expense of depth. A joint challenge for us
participants in the Desire exhibition is how to deal with this.
